Call Meeting to Order

Mayor Rufus Callaham called the meeting to order. All council members were present.

II.
Invocation


Council Member Wallace Shaw led the prayer.

III.
Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Rufus Callaham led the Pledge of Allegiance with everyone participating.

IV.
Welcome Visitors and Guests
Mayor Rufus Callaham welcomed all visitors and guests.

V.
Approval of Minutes for September 7, 2004 Meeting

Mayor Rufus Callaham asked for a motion to accept the Minutes for the

September 7, 2004 Meeting.  Motion was made by Council Member Jean Martin and second by Council Member Wendell Page.  Motion carried unanimously.

VI.
2nd and Final Reading Telecommunications Ordinance

Administrator David Watson read the Telecommunications Ordinance, which will increase the business license tax from telecommunication companies from .75% to 1.00%.  This tax rate increase will become effective February 1, 2005 and due on February 28, 2005.  Henceforth the business license tax for telecommunication companies will be due on January 1 each year and payable by January 31 of that same given year.  Council Member Jimmy Milford made a motion to accept the ordinance and Council Member Wallace Shaw second the motion; motion carried unanimously.  

VII.
The 2nd. and final Reading Amendment to the Nuisance Ordinance

City Administrator David Watson read the final reading for the Amendment to the Nuisance Ordinance.  This amendment states the penalty for the violation of the ordinance and it sets a limit of 18 inches of growth and undesirable vegetation must be maintained within 200 feet of any building structure. Council Member Wendell Page made a motion to accept the amendment and Council Member Jean Martin second the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

VIII. 
 1st. Reading for the Amendment “Zoning” Ordinance

City Administrator David Watson gave the first reading for the Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance.  The amendment states that if a sign is erected without an approved permit the lot owner will be given 10 days with the approval of the Zoning Administrator to remove the sign or secure a permit.  If the owner refuses to do so the City will remove the sign and the owner will be charged for the cost of removal.  The amendment further states that if the sign is abandoned, not being maintained and no longer being used for purposes for which the original permit was issued for, the owner will be given 10 days with the approval of the Zoning Administrator to remove the sign after which the City will have the sign removed and the owner will be charged for the costs incurred by the City.  Council Member Marion Nickles Jr. made the motion to accept the amendment as stated and Council Member Hattie Green second the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

IX.
Paving Committee Report
Mayor Rufus Callaham, Council Member Wendell Page and City Administrator David Watson reported to the Council and the general public that Anderson County will be giving the City of Belton a lump sum for the upcoming year for paving the county roads within the City limits.  The City of Belton will be doing their own bidding as was done last year. Motion to continue the paving procedure for the same as last year was made by Council Member Wallace Shaw and Council Member Jean Martin second the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
